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Intended use

Your STANLEY FATMAX SFMCW221 detail sander has been
designed for sanding wood, metal, plastics and painted
surfaces. This appliance is intended for professional and
private, non professional users.

Safety instructions

General power tool safety warnings

Warning! Read all safety warnings,
A instructions, illustrations and

specifications provided with this power
tool. Failure to follow all instructions listed
below may result in electric shock, fire and/or
serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.
The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your mains-
operated (corded) power tool or battery-operated (cordless)
power tool.

1. Work area safety

a. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark
areas invite accidents.

b. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases
or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the
dust or fumes.

c. Keep children and bystanders away while operating a
power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

2. Electrical safety
a. Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify
the plug in any way.




Do not use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded)
power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will
reduce risk of electric shock.

. Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded
surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators.

5. Battery tool use and care
. Recharge only with the charger specified by the

A charger that is suitable for one type of
battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with
another battery pack.

Use power tools only with specifically designated
battery packs. Use of any other battery packs may create
a risk of injury and fire.

When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from
other metal objects, like paper clips, coins, keys,
nails, screws, or other small metal objects, that can
make a connection from one terminal to another.

Charging the battery (Fig. A)

The battery needs to be charged before first use and
whenever it fails to produce sufficient power on jobs that were
easily done before. The battery may become warm while
charging; this is normal and does not indicate a problem.
Warning! Do not charge the battery at ambient temperatures
below 10 °C or above 40 °C. Recommended charging
temperature: approx. 24 °C.

Note: The charger will not charge a battery if the cell
temperature is below approximately 10 °C or above 40 °C.
The battery should be left in the charger and the

charger will begin to charge automatically when the cell
temperature warms up or cools down.

Note: To ensure maximum performance and life of lithium-ion
battery packs, charge the battery pack fully before first use.
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« Plug the charger (12) into an appropriate outlet before
inserting battery pack (6).

« The green charging light (12a) will blink continuously
indicating that the charging process has started.

+ The completion of charge will be indicated by the green
charging light (12a) remaining ON continuously. The
battery pack (6) is fully charged and may be removed and
used at this time or left in the charger (12).

+ Charge discharged batteries within 1 week. Battery life will
be greatly diminished if stored in a discharged state.

Note: The compatible charger(s) will not charge a faulty
battery pack. The charger will indicate a faulty battery pack by
refusing to light.

Note: This could also mean a problem with a charger. If the
charger indicates a problem, take the charger and battery
pack to be tested at an authorized service centre.

Leaving the battery in the charger

The charger and battery pack can be left connected with the
LED glowing indefinitely. The charger will keep the battery
pack fresh and fully charged.

Hot/Cold Pack Delay

When the charger detects a battery that is too hot or too

cold, it automatically starts a Hot/Cold Pack Delay, the green
LED (12a) will flash intermittently, while the red LED (12b)
will remain on continuously, suspending charging until the
battery has reached an appropriate temperature. The charger
then automatically switches to the pack charging mode. This
feature ensures maximum battery life.

Battery state of charge indicator (Fig. B)

The battery includes a state of charge indicator to quickly
determine the extent of battery life as shown in figure B. By
pressing the state of charge button (6a) you can easily view
the charge remaining in the battery as illustrated in figure B.

Installing and Removing the Battery Pack from

the tool

Warning! Make certain the lock-off button is engaged to
prevent switch actuation before removing or installing battery.

To install battery pack (Fig. C)
« Insert battery pack firmly into tool until an audible click is
heard as shown in figure C. Ensure battery pack is fully
seated and fully latched into position.

To remove battery pack (Fig. D)
« Depress the battery release button (7) as shown in
figure D and pull battery pack out of tool.

Attaching hook and loop sanding discs (Fig. E)
For best results, use STANLEY FATMAX accessories.

« To attach the sanding sheet (9) , carefully center the sheet
over the sanding pad (5) ensuring the holes in the disc
align with the holes in the pad and press the sheet firmly
in place.

« The hook and loop fastening system sanding sheet can be
easily removed by simply pulling it off. It can be reused as
desired.

Sanding sheet tips (Fig. F)

« Detach the two additional diamond-shaped tips (10) from
the sanding sheet (9).

Note: The diamond-shaped tip can be reversed and replaced
when worn.

+ When the front part of the tip is worn, detach it from the
sheet, reverse it and press it onto the diamond-shaped
pad tip (11) again.

+ When the whole tip is worn, remove it from the sanding
base and fit a new tip.

Note: For optimal dust collection, ensure the correct type of
sanding paper is used.

Replacing Diamond Shaped Pad Tip (Fig. G)
When the sanding base tip (11) is worn, it can be replaced.
Spare parts are available from your dealer.

+ Remove the screw (13) .

+ Replace the worn part.

« Fitand tighten the screw.




Use
Warning! Let the tool work at its own pace. Do not overload.

Switching on and off
« To switch the tool on, depress the on/off switch (1) at the
"I" position.
« To switch the tool off, depress the on/off switch (1) at
the"O" position.

Variable-Speed Dial

To operate the tool, select the speed setting you wish with the
speed dial (8) , and press the ON/OFF switch.

The speed setting can be adjusted either with the tool ON or
OFF.

Warning! Because the tool has a separate speed dial for
setting the speed, the tool will start at the speed where the
variable speed dial is set. Always ensure switch is off in the
"0" position before installing the battery pack.

Warning! Be sure to select the proper speed for your
sanding operation. If in doubt about the proper speed for your
operation, test the performance at low speed settings and
gradually increase until a comfortable speed is found.

Operation (Fig.H)

Grasp the sander as shown in figure H and turn it ON. Move it
in long, sweeping strokes along the surface, letting it do

the work.

Pushing down on the tool while sanding actually slows the
removal rate and produces an inferior quality finish.

Check your work often. Sander is capable of removing
material rapidly especially with coarse paper.

Precautions to take when sanding paint

Sanding of lead based paint is NOT RECOMMENDED due to
the difficulty of controlling the contaminated dust. The greatest
danger of lead poisoning is to children and pregnant women.
Since it is difficult to identify whether or not a paint contains
lead without a chemical analysis, we recommend the following
precautions when sanding any paint:

Personal safety

+ No children or pregnant women should enter the work
area where the paint sanding is being done until all clean
up is completed.

« Adust mask or respirator should be worn by all persons
entering the work area. The filter should be replaced daily
or whenever the wearer has difficulty breathing. See your
local hardware store for the proper EN14683-approved
dust mask.

+ NO EATING, DRINKING or SMOKING should be done
in the work area to prevent ingesting contaminated paint
particles.
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Workers should wash and clean up BEFORE eating,
drinking or smoking. Articles of food, drink, or smoking
should not be left in the work area where dust would settle
on them.

Environmental safety
« Paint should be removed in such a manner as to minimize
the amount of dust generated.
« Areas where paint removal is occurring should be sealed
with plastic sheeting of 4 mils thickness.
+ Sanding should be done in a manner to reduce tracking of
paint dust outside the work area.

Cleaning and disposal

« All surfaces in the work area should be vacuumed and
thoroughly cleaned daily for the duration of the sanding
project. Vacuum filter bags should be changed frequently.

+ Plastic drop cloths should be gathered up and disposed
of along with any dust chips or other removal debris.
They should be placed in sealed refuse receptacles and
disposed of through regular trash pick-up procedures.
During clean up, children and pregnant women should be
kept away from the immediate work area.

« All toys, washable furniture and utensils used by children
should be washed thoroughly before being used again.

Dust Collection (Fig.l, J)

Warning! Collected sanding dust from sanding surface
coatings (polyurethane, linseed oil, etc.) can self=ignite and
cause fire. To reduce risk, strictly follow sander manual and
coating manufacturer’s instructions.

« The dust bag should be emptied after every 10 minutes of
sanding.

« To attach the dust bag to the sander, line up the grooves
(14) on the side dust bag collar (15) with the dust bag
locks (16) on the dust port (17) .

« Slide the dust bag onto the dust port and turn the dust bag
clockwise to lock it in place as shown in Figure I.

«+ Toremove, turn the dust bag counterclockwise and slide
the dust bag off.

« To empty the dust bag, remove it from the dust port
and dump the sanding debris into an appropriate trash
receptacle as shown in Figure J.

Connecting a vacuum cleaner)
« Insert the hose of the vacuum cleaner into the dust port
.
